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Abstract: Taking 431 financially impoverished college students from J province as respondents, this paper comprehensively
uses descriptive statistics and relevant analysis and multiple linear regression analysis to explore the influence degree and
functional mechanism of financially impoverished college students’ sense of acquisition on their psychological adaptation. The
study shows that: (1) the level of financially impoverished college students psychological adaptation is moderately low, and
their sense of acquisition is weak; (2) campus moral atmosphere plays a partial mediating effect in the process of their sense
of acquisition affecting their psychological adaptation. The results suggest that, to improve financially impoverished college
students’ psychological adaptation, it is necessary to reshape their " physiological' and " psychological' sense of acquisition, to

enhance their moral atmosphere of "justicé’ and" caring' on campus, to improve their psychological adaptability, and to
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create a harmonious and healthy campus environment.
